Genesis 1:1-2:

waters."

in the evening, and he drank from the brook."

Isaiah
Isaiah 6:8:

"Then I heard the voice of the Lord saying, 'Whom
shall I send? And who will go for us?' And I said,

'Here am I. Send me!'"



WED
Esther
Esther 4:16:

"Go, gather together all the Jews who are in Susa,
and fast for me. Do not eat or drink for three days,

night or day. I and my attendants will fast as you do.
When this is done, I will go to the king, even though

it is against the law. And if I perish, I perish."

Nehemiah

Nehemiah 2:20:
"I answered them by saying, 'The God of heaven will
give us success. We his servants will start rebuilding,

but as for you, you have no share in Jerusalem or
any claim or historic right to it.'"

and give birth to a son, and you are to call him Jesus.



MON
The Virgin Mary

Luke 1:31-32:
"You will conceive and give birth to a son, and you
are to call him Jesus. He will be great and will be

called the Son of the Most High.'"



TUE
The Visitation

Luke 1:46-49:
"And Mary said: 'My soul glorifies the Lord and my

spirit rejoices in God my Savior, for he has been
mindful of the humble state of his servant. From

now on all generations will call me blessed, for the
Mighty One has done great things for me— holy is

his name.'"



WED
John the Baptist

Luke 3:16:
"John answered them all, 'I baptize you with water.
But one who is more powerful than I will come, the

straps of whose sandals I am not worthy to untie. He
will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and fire.'" 



THU
Saint Joseph

Matthew 1:20:
“But after he had considered this, an angel of the

Lord appeared to him in a dream and said, 'Joseph
son of David, do not be afraid to take Mary home as
your wife, because what is conceived in her is from

the Holy Spirit.’”

Matthew 2:2:
